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National Highway Traffic Safety Administration
In 2016 alone:  

• 3,450 people were killed by distracted driving (that’s 9 deaths 
every day)

• 9% of all crashes (fatal & non-fatal) involved distracted drivers
An accident waiting to happen…

• Drivers who are texting are over 23 times more likely to 
have an accident

• Drunk drivers are 10 times more likely – making texting 
almost 2.5 more dangerous than driving while intoxicated!

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Federal Motor Carrier Safety Regulations

• CMV drivers are banned from texting
• Motor carriers cannot require (or allow!) drivers to text 

while driving
• CMV drivers already face strict fines and penalties

Most trucking companies already treat texting as a 
fireable offense… 

…but we wanted to do more.

Passenger vehicles are the key!
They made up 89% of the nearly 2.5 million 

reported traffic crashes in 2015
